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SUMMARY

The California Public Utility Commission (CPUC) is responsible for overseeing implementation of the
mitigation measures set forth in the Final Environmental Impact Report (FEIR) for the Silvergate
Transmission Project (Silvergate). The CPUC has established a third-party monitoring program and
adopted a Mitigation Monitoring, Compliance, and Reporting Program (MMCRP) to ensure that
measures approved in the FEIR to mitigate or avoid significant impacts are implemented in the field.
This MMCRP status report is intended to provide a description of construction activities on the project,
a summary of site inspections conducted by the CPUC’s third-party monitors, the compliance status of
mitigation measures required by the MMCRP, and anticipated construction activities for the following
week. This weekly report covers construction activities for the period of January 29 to February 3, 2007.

MITIGATION MONITORING, COMPLIANCE AND REPORTING

Site Inspections/Mitigation Monitoring

Dudek conducted site inspection of the Silvergate project on February 2. The 138 kV underground
segment, as well as the Silvergate Power Plant site were inspected. Areas of active and inactive
construction were observed to verify implementation of the measures stipulated in the project’s
MMCRP as they pertain to specific components of the project. Daily observations were documented on
a daily site inspection form and applicable mitigation measures were reviewed.

Implementation Actions

138 kV Undergrounding from the Sweetwater Marsh to the South Bay Power Plant

A small crew was observed working between J Street and H Street in the abandoned parking lot that was
once part of the Goodrich south campus. The trench has been dug approximately half way between the
two streets and was covered with chain link fence for public safety. A small amount of groundwater was
noted at the bottom of the trench, but at the time of inspection, there was no dewatering occurring and
likely not enough water to impede construction. The work area has been closed off to the public with
chain-link fences at both J Street and H Street. Access to the ROW can also be obtained from Bay
Boulevard through the Port staging area. Cement trucks were observed pouring the duct bank at the time
of inspection near H Street. Cement washout occurred directly into the trench, therefore no cement
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washout stations were required onsite. Since this area of the ROW is entirely paved, there were no issues
associated with erosion control, dust, or biological resources.

A second crew worked at E Street on building the forms for the duct bank within the bore pit for the
unnamed drainage on the south side of the road. A biological monitor was on site. Disturbed areas were
inspected for erosion problems following the rain event on January 29 and 30 and none were noted. Any
mud tracked onto the road was cleaned up prior to the inspection. Similar activities were conducted at J
Street to complete the bore beneath the concrete lined channel on the south side of the road. Crews
worked primarily from the South Bay Power Plant side preparing the bore pit for the duct bank and tie-
in to the conduit that was installed on either side of the bore. J Street remained open with no restrictions
at the time of inspection.

SDG&E’s contractor, ARB, continues to work on the OMPPA project and Silvergate undergrounding
simultaneously. However, all of the staging areas currently being used by ARB were approved for use
under the OMPPA project which is anticipated to be completed prior to the underground segment of
Silvergate. SDG&E has stated that the work areas will be needed for the Silvergate HDD and therefore
anticipate filing a variance to retain certain staging areas until the completion of the Silvergate project.

Silvergate Power Plant Demolition

Construction activities at the Silvergate Power Plant are currently occurring from Monday through
Thursday, 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and Friday 7:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. The site was visited at 1:00 p.m. on
Friday and all crews had left for the day. Gates to the site were locked and there was no equipment,
materials, or construction vehicles parked outside the project site on either Sampson Street or Harbor
Drive. According to SDG&E, the demolition crew completed removal of the Sampson Street Substation
control shelter and foundation. Demolition of the Silvergate Power Plant structure has not begun, but a
considerable amount of equipment has been dismantled inside and outside the power plant. To date,
there has been little traffic associated with this phase of construction as hauling activities have been
infrequent. Concrete and other debris has been stockpiled onsite.

Mitigation Measure Tracking

The following mitigation measures are applicable to the work being conducted from the South Bay
Power Plant to the Sweetwater River and at the power plant:

The status of each mitigation measure, including
measures applicable to the design and pre-construction phases, is tracked through the project’s mitigation measure tracking database
and is available upon request.

Compliance

Pre-construction mitigation measures have been completed as indicated in NTP #2 and NTP #3 (see
Attachment B). Applicable mitigation measures were verified during site inspections and were
determined to be implemented in accordance with the MMCRP. To date, no variances have been issued.

CONSTRUCTION PROGRESS

ARB has completed operations within the Goodrich Property between F Street and H Street. The only
remaining work within the Goodrich Property consists of cable pulling. Trenching, conduit installation,
and backfill have been completed between vaults 1 and 2 within the South Bay Power Plant and from F
Street to the south side of the HDD. The horizontal bore beneath the unnamed drainage near E Street has
been completed. Trenching activities between J Street and H Street remain.
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CONSTRUCTION SCHEDULE

Demolition of Silvergate Power Plant - SDG&E began demolition of the power plant on January 16
and anticipates being complete by August 2007.

Underground TL 13815 - Construction began September 24 at the Goodrich site and December 7 for
the remainder of the underground alignment. Construction activities for the underground
work are anticipated to be complete by September 2007.

Silvergate Substation Construction - SDG&E anticipates starting construction in July 2007 and be
complete in 2008.

Removal of Main Street Substation - SDG&E anticipates starting construction in 2009 and be complete
by July 2010.

Removal of Overhead Tie-lines - SDG&E anticipates removing tie-lines 13813, 13814, and 13815 in
2009 and be complete by July 2010.

Removal of Lattice Steel Bridge Structures - SDG&E anticipates removal of bridge structures starting
in 2009 and be completed by July 2010.
